5. Jr. and Sr. contestants must be an active 4H or FFA member and eligible to compete according to UIL rules.
6. Jr. and Sr. Sweethearts will help with the livestock show Thursday night and Friday, beginning at 7:45am.
7. All sweethearts must be present at the beginning of the livestock auction.  The time will be given later.
8. Contestants must not be pregnant or can never have born a child, cannot be married, or have ever been married.
9. Someone who has held the title before in each division cannot run again.
10. If the queens do not fulfill their obligations, the Fair Board will meet and discuss appointing another queen to fulfill her duties.
